You will be using handheld radios with aerials on mag-mounts. Some minibuses may have fibreglass panels, which could cause you problems. In some locations it may be necessary to ask RAYNET staff at checkpoints to relay your messages to Control. 
High Birkwith – This is a sensitive area. No minibus will travel further than the High Birkwith Farm Gate, which is the limit of public vehicular access.  Alan, G1AAG and Kevin, 2E0UXM are staffing High Birkwith, but they only have handhelds. They will be given transport to and from the farm gate.
Ribblehead checkpoint – The checkpoint operators are Chris G4FZN and Pauline G8HQW.
Hill Inn checkpoint – Access and parking here are difficult. Minibus drivers should be aware that the turn in to Philpin Lane is over a cattle grid with narrow roadside walls. Care is needed to avoid damage to the vehicle. Checkpoint operators are Andy G6RIB and Hazel M3TKA.
No minibus should move anywhere without having permission from Control. Minibuses should report their arrival to Control at all locations. They must not depart from any location without permission from Control. The Race Director via RAYNET Control must know where the minibuses are at all times. This is a vital safety requirement. 
Control may implement a race cut-off at High Birkwith, Ribblehead and Hill Inn and needs to know it has the minibus capacity to collect these runners without delay.
If minibuses are waiting with retirees on board, who may be getting cold, drivers should run the vehicle’s heater. 
Earpieces or headphones are recommended to deal with the noise and to prevent retirees overhearing incidents.
